Mississippi and Rum River Pollinator Corridor Demonstration Neighborhood

· Complete ACD Natural Resources Improvement Grant Application. Include project map, budget, photos, and plant list. List the project type(s) and square feet of each project type (list is below). Maximum grant funds allowed per property is $750. Residents must provide at least a 25% match.

· Volunteer Coaches: Submit your volunteer time, Onsite Consultation Form and photos here.

Key Program Principals
· Match Requirements: Residents must provide at least a 25% match. Paid receipts and before and after pictures must be submitted for reimbursement. Remember to take “before pictures”. Residents record and submit in-kind labor hours and project supplies online and in an excel document provided to them.
· Bloom Seasons: It’s important to plant a mix of at least three blooming species in early, mid, and late season to ensure the continuous availability of food as some pollinators including the Rusty patched bumblebee are active April through October.
· Plantings need to be protected from pesticides.
· Local Ordinances: Check into local ordinances for vegetation restrictions. 
· Projects must be installed by June 2022 but preferably in spring or fall 2021.
· Resident must commit to maintaining project for a minimum of 10 years.
· ACD must report to BWSR quarterly. ACD staff will need Coaches and Resident’s Volunteer Hours and Supplies Log and receipts by April 1, July 1, October 1, and January 1.
· Project IDs: All projects will have a unique project ID in the form: L2L-2020-City-LastName
